L Coughey then presented the Budget for the 2009 / 2010 Financial Year and advised the Meeting that the Board recommended that the Bowls Bay of Plenty Capitation Levy increase by $5.00 to $20.00 plus GST for both female and male full members for the 2009/2010 season.

Gate Pa spoke strongly against the recommended increase and asked why the Centre could not cut its costs as all Clubs were struggling financially and recommended the increase be denied.

Matua spoke against the recommended increase and suggested instead that the Centre do not pay any prize money to the winners of their Centre Events.
Arawa also spoke against the $5.00 increase but proposed instead approving a $2.00 increase.
After further discussion, the following Amendment was Moved and a vote called for.
